CHEMISTRY 1B LABORATORY SYLLABUS SPRING 2011
The laboratory portion of the course is intended to provide an opportunity to learn general laboratory skills, concrete examples of material covered in lecture, and exposure to topics not covered in lecture due to time constraints. This syllabus, in addition to material in the laboratory manual, covers the administrative details regarding the laboratory. 

It is important that you come to lab prepared for that day's experiment for several obvious reasons. The first is safety - it is important that you are aware of the particular safety hazards involved with each experiment (for the protection of both your own and lab mates) prior to starting the experiment.  While this is always true, Chemistry 1B Lab involves a rotation of experiments where several different experiments are being performed in lab at the same time, so it is even more important that you come prepared.  In addition to the safety aspect, arriving prepared helps you be more efficient with your time. Finally, understanding the goals and procedures of each experiment prior to your lab session will help you make important connections between topics covered in class and their experimental applications and help you get the most from your laboratory observations. 

All lab work must be carried out during your regularly assigned lab period unless permission for a change is received in advance from the lab coordinator. If you are ill, please contact the lab coordinator (anne.yu@pomona.edu or x74252) as soon as possible, and no penalty will be incurred on your lab report if you have a doctor's note. Requests for changes not due to illness, such as school-sponsored games or performances (not optional retreats/trips), must be made at least one week in advance (if possible) of the scheduled event. Any other reasons for an absence will not be excused and will result in point deductions on your lab report grade. During the round robin portion of the semester, there is a limited number of available instrumentation, which makes scheduling changes difficult. No lab work is permitted at unscheduled times. To receive full credit on your lab report, you must also arrive to class prepared and on time, practice safe lab habits (wear goggles, closed-toe shoes, & lab coats, not use cellphones, etc.), and finish your work and be cleaned up by 5 P.M.  
The duplicate (yellow) pages from your laboratory notebook must be turned in each day when you leave the laboratory. Points will be deducted if the yellow sheets are not turned in and also if you forget to bring your laboratory notebook to class. 10% of the points for your lab report will be based upon your yellow pages.  
Lab reports are due by 5:00 P.M. on the day following scheduled completion, unless noted otherwise.  Late lab reports receive a 10% penalty for the first week late, a 20% penalty for more than 1 week late but less than 2 weeks late, and a 30% penalty for reports more than 2 weeks late but less than 3 weeks late. Reports will not be accepted 3 weeks beyond the due date. In addition, no reports will be accepted after noon, Wednesday, May 4, 2010.  The laboratory grade accounts for 25% of the final grade in Chemistry 1B. Requests for lab report grade changes due to grading errors must be submitted within two weeks of receiving it back.
